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PROGRAMMING YOUR GPS                                                         by Chris Priestley 
 
I was fortunate last Christmas to be given a Global Positioning System and I have had only a few 
occassions to use it. When I did  have  the need to use it, we were already underway.I could not drive 
the car and punch in the destination, the co –pilot said “This is not my job ” - so I did not get to use it 
on that day. 
 
I had to sit in the car before setting out to programme our destination as the power connection is 
through the cigarette lighter. I thought if I had a connector like the one in the car I could programme 
my GPS in my lounge room. I needed a connector, then a power supply. I have many transformers 
that have been used for appliances around our computers - the type that plug into 240 volt power 
points with a output of 12 volts. 
 
I went down to Dick Smith’s and bought a cigarette lighter socket for $3 and a connector to plug in to 
the power supply for $1:87 plus an LED to show when the power is turned on which cost me $ 1:50.

Power In 
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Tips and Hints 
What do all those error codes (like 404) mean? 
 
It happens to all of us. We're surfing along, and up comes an error. What do all those error codes 
mean? Here's a quick rundown of the most common: 
400 - Bad Request - You probably typed in a URL wrong, the server has no clue what you're looking 
for, or you aren't allowed to have access. Usually, it's a matter of the URL being typing in wrong. 
Maybe you mixed upper and lowercase letters or something. 
401 - Unauthorized Request - you tried to get to something on the web server you're not allowed to 
play with. In other words, you are not on the party list. 
403 - Forbidden - You can't access the page. You may not have access (it may require a password), or 
it may be blocked from your domain. 
404 - Not Found - The page you were trying to look at was not found on the server. This is probably 
the most common error you'll come across. What has probably happened is that the web page you 
were going to has been removed or re-named. 
500 - Internal error - Usually caused by a CGI error. You fill out a form, but the script used to process it is not 
working properly. 
503 - Service Unavailable - The server may be overloaded, down, or have other similar problems. Try later.

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More Tips and Hints 
Why a Red "X" Instead of a Picture?    This tip courtesy of PC Don   

A number of readers have asked why email they receive that is supposed to include pictures often 
shows a white box with a red X instead.  
 Well, sometimes the problem is on the sender's end, sometimes it's on the receiver's end, and 
sometimes it's both.  
 Some email programs, such as Outlook Express, Windows Mail, and AOL Mail, let you 
"attach" pictures to a message or "insert" them into a the body of a message. However, whether the 
photos arrive attached or inserted depends largely on the email program used by the recipient.       
Outlook Express and Windows Mail users normally receive pictures inside the message, while most 
Web-based programs display them as attachments.  
 Our favourite way of sending a photo is to first locate it (usually in your Pictures or My Pictures 
folder), right-click it and choose Send To>Mail Recipient. This causes your default email program to 
open with the photo already attached. Multiple photos can be attached by holding down Ctrl, left-
clicking the pictures, and then right-clicking anywhere in the selected group to display Send To>Mail 
Recipient.  
 Bear in mind, however, that attaching multiple photos may exceed the file size limits set by    
different ISPs. Attach only one picture per message if you have any doubts, since large attachments 
may be dropped along the way, causing recipients to see the dreaded red X instead of a picture.  
 Another thing that can bring up the red X is a filter that blocks incoming pictures automatically, 
since images can carry a virus or be part of an identity-theft "phishing" scam.  
Outlook Express and Windows Mail users can defeat this filter by clicking Tools>Options>Security, 
and unchecking "Do not allow attachments to be saved or opened that could potentially be a virus." 
They also need to deselect "Block images and other external content in HTML email." In Windows 
Live Mail these optons are found under Tools>Safety Options>Security.  
 However, lowering your security settings means you must be extra careful about opening email 
attachments of any kind. 

John Saunders is the tutor of the Computer Care Class and he has sent in the following tips that 
will keep your computers running smoothly: 
1. Remove unused desktop icons. (it is not uninstalling the program) 
2. Uninstall programs that you don’t use anymore. 
3. Delete Temporary Internet files. 
4. Use disk clean up at least once a month. 
5. Defrag your computer. (The more often you do it, the quicker it takes) 
6. Update before you scan for spyware and ad ware. (And do it often) 
7. Keep your antivirus program set for auto updates. 
8. Keep your auto updates (Microsoft) set to AUTO 
9. Remember you can only have one antivirus program on your computer, if you 

have more than one, they will conflict, and give you no end of trouble.
